The Institute for Bulgarian Language at the Bulgarian Academy of Sciences  IBL, BAS is the main center for scholarly research and description of the Bulgarian language with a focus on its contemporary state, history, dialect diversity and interaction with other languages. It is the biggest institution of its kind (with a research focus on Bulgarian language) both in Bulgaria and elsewhere. Proposed research topics and supervisors are within the scope of Institute's strongest research areas - lexicology and lexicography, history of the Bulgarian language, comparative and dialectal studies, text analytics and NLP datasets.

Topic: Earliest Slavic Texts: Cataloguing, Developing Corpora, Extracting Language Data
Cataloguing texts, developing corpora and extracting language data are the inevitable steps towards the assessment of the adoption of Byzantine culture among the Slavs. The research should be focused on texts from the earliest period (9th-10th c.). The fellow should have experience in Old Church Slavonic language, manuscripts and texts. Knowledge of Old Greek / Byzantine Greek is highly appreciated.
