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Abstract. The paper provides an analysis of the evaluative potential of verbal and non-verbal means within the
category of evaluation in contemporary Ukrainian internet discourse. These linguistic tools are employed to exert
linguistic influence on the audience. Rational and emotional evaluation is integral to the lexical meaning of words,
phrases, and sentences, reflecting a positive or negative attitude towards the respective subjects, facts, and events in
the surrounding world.

The implementation of evaluation at the lexical level is manifested in archaic lexical units with a touch of
formality (6e3cmepms, eepoizm), in expressively colored vocabulary (slang, colloquialisms, vulgarisms, abusive
words) (zanpooaneyn, eusuckysau), and in neologisms. Maximum influence on the consciousness and behavior
of the addressee is achieved through the metaphorical use of words, as secondary nominations impart imagery,
expressiveness, emotional content, and originality to texts, attracting the attention of readers. The implication of the
author’s subjective evaluation with the aim of shaping a particular attitude towards events and presented information
is realized within the specific mass media context through the use of vocabulary which names precedent phenomena,
and other linguistic means.
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1. Problem Statement

The anthropocentric approach in contemporary linguistics involves the investigation of the features
of denotative and connotatively colored vocabulary with evaluative significance as a means of influencing
the social and personal lives of language native speakers. The universal category of evaluation, formed
in the human consciousness, is a result of the formation of values and is directly associated with the
communicative function of language.

In the view of W. Gray, cognition is encoded by emotions, “‘emotion, intellect, and thinking constitute
an indivisible unity” (Gray 1973: 17). V. A. Kukharenko introduced the concept of emotional-evaluative
meaning of a word, which “conveys the attitude towards the object through its evaluation, as evaluations
and emotions are inseparably linked in our perception of reality” (Kyxapenko / Kukharenko 2004: 43).
“The emotionally-evaluative (connotative) vocabulary is a linguistic phenomenon, a distinctive component
through which the psychological state of the speaker is expressed, as well as their attitude towards the object,
subject, or addressee of speech — in other words, everything that constitutes the purpose of the emotive
function of the word” (Craaniii / Stadnii 2010: 321). However, not all scholars concur that evaluativity and
emotiveness are an indivisible unity and consider them as distinct components that presuppose each other:
“thinking constitutes a combination of the intellectual and emotional, while emotion is a combination of
the emotional and intellectual” (PyOunmreiin / Rubinshteyn 2002: 13).

The lexical means of the evaluation category in internet discourse, defined as “a mass of electronic,
audio, and video texts, along with extralinguistic factors interlinked through a system of hyperlinks, access
to which is provided by logging on to the Internet using a computer or alternative multimedia devices”
(I'ym3b / Hudz 2015) are of a special nature, as they reflect the point of view of a particular author. Media
texts contain an individual positive or negative subjective evaluation of a phenomenon, event, or person,
influencing public opinion.

Contemporary Ukrainian media discourse reacts very quickly to the latest social events, using
verbal and non-verbal linguistic means that indicate the language preferences of individual authors as
representatives of a given language community.
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In this context, evaluation is realized within the structure of lexemes in different ways: it serves as a
component of denotation (maprocrascmeo) — logical perception of the environment, or as a component of
connotation (6anodwk) — sensory, figurative awareness of the surrounding reality.

The relevance of the conducted research is related to the issues that are in the focus of modern
linguistics: the need for further study of the expression of evaluation in media texts, the unresolved questions
of whether the semantics of lexemes can combine evaluative and emotional-expressive meanings, which
verbal and non-verbal means perform evaluative function, how they are able to express individual feelings
of people and exert linguistic influence on the audience.

The aim of the conducted research was to examine the features of expressing evaluation in contemporary
Ukrainian internet discourse.

The research was based on the material of media texts from the socio-political and cultural thematic
content of the online publication “Dumska™', one of the primary information portals in the Odesa region,
covering the period from 2022 to 2024.

2. The category of evaluation, its structure and components

In Ukrainian linguistics, the category of evaluation, often viewed as “a phenomenon of consciousness
reflecting the result of recognizing the value of environmental phenomena” (Crenanenxo, [leitna /
Stepanenko, Deina 2018: 32) is most commonly considered as an axiological component of lexical
meaning. T. Kosmeda emphasizes that “evaluation is a category that unites all the means that modern
language has at its disposal for categorizing and designating the variety of evaluative values that are
motivated by the connections between the speaker and reality” (Kocmena / Kosmeda 2000: 31). 1. V.
Onyshchenko associates evaluation with a component of the semantic structure of the word, indicating a
specific value of the object in terms of compliance/non-compliance with the speaker’s requirements. This
component interacts with other elements within the semantic structure of the linguistic sign. The category
of evaluation is primarily “a category of nouns, adjectives, and adverbs”. “It is important not to lose sight
of the fact that emotions and evaluations are two ways of interpreting reality that are not only closely
related but also mutually determine each other. (...) The formula of their interaction takes the following
form: evaluation is the opinion of the subject about the value of the object for them, while emotion is the
feeling of a person caused by this opinion” (Onumenxo / Onyshchenko 2004: 64).

The structure of the evaluation includes the subject and the object of evaluation, the evaluation itself,
the basis for the evaluation, and an axiological scale of evaluations (an undefined, abstract component).
It is impossible to precisely fix the number of features and the distance between different degrees of the
feature — positive / meliorative, neutral, and negative / pejorative.

The category of evaluation has semantic (value) and pragmatic core components (attitude to someone
or something — neutral, positive, negative) that mark stable features of concepts, embody in words, phrases,
and phraseological units an evaluation with the connotation of “good/bad” accepted in a given society, for
example, Haubinbw momueoeani, epamomui, Kpacuei, 6UOAmMHuULL, C8ill, WisXxemHe NoXo0NceHHs, 000pi
CMOCYHKU, CRPABIHCHSL TIOOUHA, YYHCULL, HEBI2IACME0, IHmpueancmeo, ceoioma, neeionux. Such overall
evaluative meanings, through a combination of features, represent an axiological summary: JJueyroms

Some partially evaluative meanings, for example, o61yoa posm., xononcoka ioeonoeis, kopucmonioo-
Hutl 6aramym, bezenysoa sasea, provide the author’s subjective evaluation of one aspect of an object,
event, or fact.

“It is also quite obvious that in discourses evaluation acts as an immanent value: it is difficult to
imagine a text without evaluation, since even a neutral (zero) evaluation remains, in fact, an evaluation.
Well-known principles of modal logic apply to such ‘classic’ types of evaluation as ‘good’, ‘bad’, and

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‘indifferent’.” However, linguistic studies, particularly the investigations into the semantics of these
concepts conducted by Richard Mervyn Hare, indicate that even the lexemes ‘good’ and ‘bad’ sometimes
correspond to concepts opposite to them (Cepaxum / Serazhym 2002; X»ap / Hare 1985). Indeed, we can
observe cases when, due to contextual factors, in a certain semantic environment, negative evaluation of
lexemes with positive connotations occurs: 6oocecmeo 3acm. “Tipo TMPEAMET 3aXOTUICHHS 1 IaHyBaHHS
(CYM 1.1/ SUM vol. 1 1970: 211), however, in the contemporary media context, this word can take on a
negative connotation: Yagimo, 6inbuicms Macoeo noune gipumu, wo ... PO3YMHIWMUL Mma Kpawuil y 8cix
cencax 3a moodei ma 6yov-sKy depacasny cucmemy.

3. Expression of ameliorative and pejorative evaluation in the linguistic space of
Ukrainian Internet discourse

Melioratives reflect a general positive evaluation through the predicate ‘good’, indicating in
complementary statements the subject’s favorable attitude towards the object or the fact being evaluated.
Reporters from all global publications who were finally officially allowed, or more precisely brought into
the city, are capturing the texture — ackpasi, wiacnugi, ¢invni oOIUYYA | Yepnaromes emMoyitini icmopii
aremensimu®;, Bu 6 ix 6auunu, maxi kpaceni’; CKilbKu 2apHux nedazozie kompi, Xouynms npayiosamu, 6ymu
OpY3IMU [ HACMABHUKAMU WKONAPIE — MAKI I NOBUHHI npayiosamu’.

We note lexemes that reflect in the semantics partially positive evaluations of the expressed object:

—intellectual (evaluating the level of cognitive abilities and grouping lexemes with the connotation of

— moral and ethical: for example, a sleazeball “downtrodden, debased, and feeble-minded; untidy
and neglectful”: umowmnux “ynocnimkeHuii, MPUHMKYBaHUH, C1a00OAyXUil YOJIOBIK; HEOXallHUH, 3a-
gynapeHuid”: Omoice, HOBIL 00U ... ye 8ce Mi JHe UMOWIHUKU K cmapi®'; ...

The subjective evaluation of events or phenomena by the authors of media texts can be reflected by
means of precedent texts, verbal names (Bypamino “in Ukrainian army denotes a military person who
expends his salary within the first few days; Buratino is the principal character in Alexei Tolstoy’s fairy

speakers, but also in a certain way comprehend the life values existing in society through it: Tax, ocmanni
nodii na ¢hpoumi He oaroms NPUBOOY Ol padoChii, aie Jic ye He ckacosye 3eeputerozo numu!

The category of evaluation is manifested not only in stylistically colored linguistic units inherent in
the Ukrainian language system but also in secondary nominations and neologisms created from linguistic
material. For instance, the neologism to trigger derived from youth slang, denotes “to evoke an intense
emotional reaction, unpleasant feelings, emotions, experiences, or memories™°: Yecno kasicyuu, mene, 3
MOIM QKMUBICMCOKUM GEKePAYHOOM, Yi 36ePHEHH, KL 00 HAC HAOX00AMb, OY8Ae, NOMYHCHO mpuzepamsp”’ .

A shift in vector from positive to negative, marking irony and doubt, can be achieved through graphic
means such as quotation marks. For example, in the phrase lucky devil “lucky person” with the addition
of quotation marks: 3apas y CI30 makux “wacaueuuxis”, axi nompanuiu 3a KpaoinicKu 6CaKoi HiceHim-

4. Conclusions and prospects for research

Therefore, the issue of lexical means for expressing the category of evaluation remains relevant in
linguistics, driven by the complexity of evaluative components and the nuances associated with the usage
of both verbal and non-verbal units. Unfortunately, the scope of the paper does not allow us to analyze all
the collected materials. However, based on the observations we can state that the category of evaluation is
closely related to people’s lives and reflects in the language system a positive or negative characterization
of objects, facts and events.

The saturation of Internet texts with evaluative vocabulary allows the authors of publications not only
to reveal their individual worldview, to express their attitude to the realities of contemporary Ukrainian
society, but also to influence the minds of readers.

To enhance positive or negative strategies in the semantics of words and phrases, partially axiological
meanings are implemented, representing intellectual, aesthetic, emotional, physiological, moral, and ethical
evaluations of objects or facts. The manifestation of evaluation is evident in literary and archaic lexical
units with a solemn nuance (immortality, heroism), as well as in expressively colored vocabulary (a venal,

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a sweater). The maximum impact on the consciousness and behavior of readers is achieved through the use
of figurative language, as secondary nominations impart imagery, expressiveness, emotional resonance,
and originality to texts. The collected material also indicates that evaluative meanings of lexemes may
arise as a result of contextually driven and situational factors.

The prospects for further research lie in a more in-depth analysis of evaluative elements at other
linguistic levels, which, in the context of interpersonal confrontation, exert influence on the emotional state
of speakers and of the society as a whole.
